Trash and recyclables should not be placed out prior to mid-afternoon on the day
prior to pick-up.

Gate Transmittersand Clubhouse Entry Cards/Fobs

Each home receives up to two (2) gate transmitters at no charge, aswell as
clubhouse entry cards and/or fobs for each household member.

Additional: The charge for additional gate transmittersis $50 each.

L ost: Replacements for lost transmitters cost $50. Replacements for lost cards or
fobs cost $25.

Replacing cardswith fobs. Residents may exchange their cards for fobs at a cost
of $25.

Faulty: Faulty unitswill be replaced at no cost. However, residents are
responsible for replacing the batteries in the transmitters (12-volt Duracell-type
MNZ21 or equivalent).

Upon Sale of Your Home: At closing you are expected to convey the
transmitters and cards/fobs just as you do your garage-door openers. If you fail to
convey them, you will be charged $50 for each transmitter and $25 for each
card/fob.
